It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 16-7.1-10 of the General Laws in Chapter 16-7.1 entitled "The Paul
W. Crowley Rhode Island Student Investment Initiative [See Title 16 Chapter 97 — The Rhode
Island Board of Education Act]" is hereby amended to read as follows:

16-7.1-10. Professional development investment fund.

(a) In order to continue developing the skills of Rhode Island’s teachers, administrators

and staff, to facilitate the dissemination of curriculum materials aligned with curriculum

frameworks and state assessments, and to implement district professional development plans

required by certification regulations, the general assembly establishes a Professional Development

Investment Fund. The general assembly shall annually appropriate some sum and distribute it based

on a pupH-teacherratio per pupil basis that shall be adjusted annually by the commissioner of
elementary and secondary education. Schooldistricts-ncluding-colaboratives-established-pursuant
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professional-developmentactivities: The expenditure of this-district-wide professional-development

set-aside the professional development investment funds in each school district shall be determined

by a committee in each district consisting of the superintendent or his or her designee, three (3)

teachers appointed by the collective bargaining agent, and one member ef-the—Rhedelsland
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education the LEA professional learning plan required by the department of education certification

regulations. Collaborative programs between school districts are permissible.

(q) Commencing in FY 2025, the sum of two hundred dollars ($200) per student shall be

allocated to each school district to the professional development investment fund.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.
