WHEREAS, Throughout the history of America, truligrgficant African-American
contributions to the economy, social growth, scenand arts of this great nation have all too
often been ignored. In recognition of this plethofanajor accomplishments made by men and
women of African ancestry, the month of Februargakebrated as "Black History Month" across

WHEREAS, African-Americans were first brought to Anta forcibly. They were
enslaved, faced inhuman cruelty, and were subjdotedustices beyond understanding. Families
were torn apart, lynching went unpunished, and egggion and denial of fundamental
constitutional rights and protections went on fecades; and

WHEREAS, Though these men and women suffered imengregedies and social
inequalities, they also persevered, and their fpitsnand contributions to the economic, artistic,
literary, scientific, and technological advancemeibur country are significant and momentous;

WHEREAS, African-Americans have been an integrat md Rhode Island's social,
political, and economic development from its begigras a British colony, to its inclusion in the
formation of the United States, to the rich divisrsif today's Ocean State; and

WHEREAS, From the initial shots fired in the strigdor American Independence, to
the Rhode Island®1Black Regiment's Battle of Newport, to the gamisof the Rhode Island 14

Heavy Artillery Regiment (Colored) in 1863, Amenicaof African descent have responded to
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the call of duty; and

WHEREAS, In recognition of the numerous positived goatriotic contributions of
African-American Rhode Islanders in the United &amilitary, we honor their legacy of
bravery, honor, and sacrifice. From the earliestorgation of Black History in our State,
including those of slaves, former slaves, and fne@, African-Americans have served with pride
to protect our vital interests and provide for oammon defense; and

WHEREAS, Structures in the City of Newport, suchtlaes Brick Market, later used as
the town hall and theater; the Old Colony Houseictvfat one time served Rhode Island as its
capitol; and the oldest library in America, the Redd Library, stand as lasting and beautiful
tributes to the African-Americans who lived in ostate and played a major role in the
construction of these magnificent historic struesjrand

gratitude to our African-American citizens and thdiorefathers, whose documented
