WHEREAS, The Liberty Tree became well known asllyirg place for the leaders of
the country in search of national independence.rebponse, in 1775 the British authorities
ordered the tree to be cut down; and

WHEREAS, The Liberty Tree, from its original plamgiin 1646, grew to be a symbol of
freedom for citizens everywhere; and

WHEREAS, The Town of Coventry, Rhode Island, esshleld a Liberty Tree Memorial
in front of its Town Hall on June 20, 2009; nowertéfore be it

hereby proclaims August 14, 2013, as “Liberty Tbegy” in the State of Rhode Island. We urge
