He currently serves
the District as the Assistant Chief; and

organizations. He has been a very active member of the Rhode Island Fire Chiefs Association and
served as their Secretary for many years. He has also served with the Rhode Island Fire Chiefs
Education and Training Board, on the Committee for Property Location for the Rhode Island Fire
Academy, and was, for many years, a member of the Rhode Island State Instructors Association;
