resilient communities and providing education and nurturing skills to our children in schools and 8 

daycare centers; and 9 

WHEREAS, Foster Grandparent Volunteers serve in 25 sites within West Warwick, 10 

Coventry, Warwick, Cranston, North Smithfield, and Woonsocket. Fifty-five volunteers bolster 11
