It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Section 28-44-16 of the General Laws in Chapter 28-44 entitled
"Employment Security — Benefits" is hereby amended to read as follows:

28-44-16. Labor disputes.

() An individual shall net be entitled to benefits if he or she became unemployed because

of a strike or other industrial controversy in the establishment in which he or she was employed.

(b) Lockouts. Netwithstanding-the-provisions-efsubsection{a)an An individual shall be

entitled to benefits if his or her unemployment is the result of his or her employer’s withholding of
employment for the purpose of resisting collective bargaining demands or gaining collective

bargaining concessions;-thless:.




(c) If the unemployment continues more than one week following the conclusion of a labor
dispute, an individual who is otherwise eligible under the terms of this chapter shall be entitled to
benefits.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.
